


LAND AVAILABILITY FOR UNNAO NPP    

At the waste collected is dumped at a demarcated low lying empty land in Daroga Bagh ward no 25 (as
seen in the pic below). 100% of the collected city waste(non-biodegradable) at present is transported to
the site.
In 2014, a land of area 3.313 hectares in Husain Nagar village was allotted free of cost to the ULB by the
District Magistrate in 2014 for the purpose of Landfill Site and Solid Waste Management, the work for
the same will commence soon.

Details of new Land identified for Landfill Site is as following:
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At present Composting is carried out frequently at Unnao by Compost pit , in parks,
households, and vacant grounds at weekly basis .For example, at

Chandrashekhar Azad Park, Unnao. 100% of total biodegradable city waste is processed

by this process itself.
Other process for disposal includes: NADEP Pits.

The Land available for SWM is around 4.3 km from the city. The Land at present is a vacant land and few architectural lands
surround the area. The nearest habitation, Janki Kheda village is around 500m (0.5 km) from the site. River Lone flows around
400m(0.4 km) from the site.
